During her time, she has also
been Event Co-Coordinator for all
UIM Grand Prix Hydroplane World
Championship events held at Lake
Karapiro.

In addition, Denise is also the
NZPBF’s National Safety Officer,
a qualified UIM Commissioner
and has assisted the Offshore
Commission with event manage-
ment duties.

In other moves, Tony Ewens was
elected as the Federation’s new
Vice President, while Mike
Costello was re-appointed as
NZPBF Secretary.

Akdilek and Tuncer
Set UIM World Record

In a feat that secured them a place in the
record books, Turkey’s Akpay Akdilek and
Kerem Tuncer from Istanbul collected their
thirteenth consecutive UIM Class 3 - 225 races
win — a new record for wins in succession.

The two brothers started their career in 2005
with the sponsorship of Faconnable before
going on to form their own team “Stihl 88”.

Their runs of wins began in 2008 with victory
at the Mersin — MTSO Grand Prix and carried
on until the Kent Konut Grand Prix 2 race in
2009. They also won the first two UIM World
Offshore 225 Championships, together with
the two UIM Offshore Class 3 - 225 Cham-
pionships that are staged on Turkish waters,
lately consisting of fourteen races per season.

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Racing For Peace & Sport

The first ever Race for Peace
and Sport came together in
Virginia County Cavan in Ireland
for what was a momentous
event in the history of powerboat
racing in the country.

Made possible by the combined
efforts of the Irish Sailing Asso-
ciation, the Royal Yachting
Association and the UIM, the
race was a result of nine months
of co-operation between the two
associations to enable a frame-
work that would both jointly
promote the sport of powerboat
racing and encourage competi-
tors from both sides of the
border to compete against
each other.

The UIM provided the initial de-
rogation that would allow the ISA
and the RYA to stage powerboat
racing competitions between the
two countries and from that
moment on the responsibility of
making it a reality was down
to the two Associations.

Numerous meetings were arran-
ged in the lead up to this event
and while old prejudices and

mistrust often provided obsta-
cles, these were soon eroded
and a new era of co-operation
and trust was born.

However, there was still some
trepidation as the racing com-
menced although a superb
display of sportsmanship and
friendship quickly dispelled any
unfounded concerns that either
the RYA or the ISA might have
held.

Racing was fast and furious over
a short but technical course and
concluded with an extremely
rough race that would ensure
that teams from both sides of the
border would have plenty to talk
about in their respective clubs
and bars in the months to come.

The Race for Peace and Sport
ushered in a new era of co-ope-
ration and friendship for the
sport in Ireland and the UK with
every competitor a guaranteed
winner. In total, four classes were
raced: T850 Monohull (Yamaha
70HP), Formula 4 (Yamaha
70HP), Formula 2 (Mercury 2litre
V6), SL250 (Evinrude 3litre V6).

SST 120 & SST 45 World Championships

The 59% annual National City
“Roar on the River”, hosted by
the Trenton Rotary and the
Trenton Outboard Racing Club,
featured the APBA/UIM World
Championships in the SST 120
and SST 45 classes.

The weather again cooperated
with westerly winds, giving the
Trenton Channel of the Detroit
River excellent racing conditions.
Jason Nelson was tops in the
time trials before dominating the
first heat ahead of Bud Nollman
with defending World Champion
Jose Mendana in third.

For heat two, the order of finish
was reversed for the start. Butch
Ott was the runaway winner
followed by Nelson and Nollman.
Heat three again saw the order

of the seventeen-boat field reversed putting
the faster boats toward the end of the dock.

Dan Orchard dominated from the fourth lap and
stormed to victory ahead of Mendana with Paul
Trolian in third. With one heat remaining, the
drivers with a shot at the World Championship
were Nelson (827 points), Ott (574), Nollman (620)
and Mendana (565).

For the final heat, the lineup was determined by
the top point-getters in all three heats. That put
Nelson on pole, Nollman second and Ott third.
In the end it was Nelson who completed his
domination of the class, winning heat four to
become 2009 SST 45 World Champion - the first
major championship of his APBA career.

In the SST 120 World Championship, Jay Fox of Bay
City, Michigan won his first title in the class following
on from four consecutive SST 45 World Cham-
pionships in Trenton, also recently announced as
the venue for the 2010 World Championships.
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A powerboat racer who competed
almost half a century ago joined
UIM President Raffaele Chiulli
when the 59th staging of the
Auronzo di Cadore Grand Prix was
held in the stunning setting of the
Dolomite Mountains, a recently
declared United Nations World
Heritage Site.

Now 92 years old, Oberdan Giorgetti
was one of the guests of honour
when the 2009 UIM World Cham-
pionships F 500, O350 and the
European Championship F125
were held at the Auronzo Di
Cadore Lake.

With over 60 drivers from fourteen
different nations in attendance,
it was a far cry from Oberdan’s day
back in the 1950s and 60s but
the racing veteran was touched
to be back as a simple spectator
at one of the world’s most historical
venues.

On the water, Slovakia’s Marian
Jung was crowned F 500 World
Champion, Tiziano Trombetta from
Iltaly took second place, while
Austria’s Attila Havas was third.

Oberdan Turns Back The Racing Clock

In O350, Salvatore Chiuri from Italy
won the world title with second
and third places going to fellow
Italians Massimiliano Cremona
and Marco Bobbioni. The F125
European Championship race was
won by Polish driver Henry Syno-
racki with Lembit Aaslav-Kaasir
from Estonia in second and
Hungary’s Victor Vo in third.

We wonder if any of the new
champions will be back to watch
in half a century’s time...

Keeping It In The Family

Estonia continues to be one of the busiest of
the National Authorities — and in keeping with
the family feeling of the UIM, our friends in
Estonia staged an event that proved as popular
as any competition.

While the final two rounds of the Estonian
Circuit Championships were staged in Tartu
and Péarnu — with the crowns going to Henri
Fatkin, Art Raudva, Marek Peeba, Raivo Suuk,
Lembit Aaslav-Kaasik, Uku Aaslav-Kaasik and
Reinis — in Tartu, a special race was staged for
“Fathers & Sons, Mothers & Mechanics.”

In the end, it was Tonis Laur from Viljandi who
claimed the chequered flag in what must be
the most unusual race title of the year.
